Read lots of books about minibeasts, you could go to the library! Choose a few of your favourite facts to write down and send in.


Paint or draw some ladybirds, can you add the spots on their backs on find out how many there are altogether?


Write a list of all the different insects that you can think of.


It doesn’t matter if it’s not perfect – encourage them to have a go by themselves at first (














Parents – how to help your child:


Ensure that your child brings their library book to school every Monday and their home readers/tricky word tubs on a Friday (if they have one). 


Practice adding to 20 using objects/bar modelling and doubling, e.g. 8+8.


Encourage your child to read their tricky words and books as often as possible.


Point out numbers in the environment and ask them one more.


Encourage them to be writing proper sentences about anything that they like using their phonic fingers.
